INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING: When using dectrical sauna heaters and associated sauna products, basic
precautions must be followed, including the following:

Grounding is required.

No electrica receptacle shdl be ingdled in the sauna room.

Be surerocks are placed in the heater according to the instructions on page 5.

Do naot tamper with the door or inddl alatching or locking system. Mafunction of which
may cause entrgpment insde the heated room.

5. Do not block ventilation openings. Vents must be kept free of obstruction so proper airflow
is maintained in the saunaroom. Do not stack anything in front of the vents or push the
back of the room up tight to awal surface.

HYPERTHERMIA: Prolonged exposure of the user in the sauna room is capable of inducing
hyperthermia. Hyperthermia occurs when the internd temperature of the body reaches aleve
severa degrees above the normal body temperature of 98.6°F. The symptoms of hyperthermia
include an increase in the internd temperature of the body, dizziness, lethargy, drowsness, and
fanting. The effects of hyperthermiainclude:

a) Falureto perceive heat

b) Failure to recognize the need to exit the room
¢) Unawareness of impending hest

d) Feta damage in pregnant women

€) Physcd indbility to exit the room

f) Unconsciousness

WARNING: The use of dcohal, drugs, or medication is capable of greatly increasing the risk of
fatd hyperthermia
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ROOM ASSEMBLY

The portable sauna unit comes with an option of two heater sizes; 1.7kW and 2.1kW. The 1.7kw
can be used on dl 15 amp or 20 amp household outlets (the standard 120 volt outlet found in all
homes). The 2.1kW unit can only be used on 120 volt, 20 amp circuits. A dedicated circuit is
advisable to avoid unnecessary tripping of the breaker.

Y our new portable sauna comes in two halves. The back half contains the benches, and the front
half contains the door. Assembling the portable can be done by only one person but is easier with
two.

Y our saunawill arrivein one piece (pre-assembled). Using the Allen wrench provided, turn the 4
latches (2 per Sde) to release. Thiswill separate the sauna room into two pieces. The depth of
each hdlf is22-1/2" dlowing it to fit through most standard doorways. Each haf can berolled, did
or carried to the Ste of ingtalation.

To begin assembly, place the haves with their open sdes facing each other. 'Y ou will notice that the
1-1/2"x 1-1/2" framing on the bottom has beveled cutsto eedlly fit into the other half. The tongue
and groove paneling on the outsde and inside of the wals will fit tightly when the two haves are
pushed together (see figure 1). The celling panels have afoam gasket between them to create a
tight sedl.

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The vertical framing on both the front and back haves have locking inserts (figure 2).

The metd insert in the front half is cdled the locking point. It has alocking arm thet pivots. The
metal insart in the back half is cdled the strike. The locking arm will latch onto apin in the strike
when the two haves are fastened together. Thisisthe "cam lock sysem”. Before trying to fit the
two halves together, be sure that the locking arm isretracted dl the way into the insert. The locking
arm should not be vigble a this point (figure 3).

To assemble the two halves, dl interlocking joints must be lined up so they dide together asthe two
halves are pushed together. If assembling this unit done, push the bench haf againg awall to
prevent diding.
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When theinterlocking joints are lined up, carefully dide the two haves together watching so the
tongues dide into the grooves. It isvery importart that al interlocking joints are lined up before
atempting this. If not, the two haves will not go together.

Once the front and back halves are together, insert the Allen wrench provided into the hex shaped
holes on the side of the room, and turn (seefigure 2). Thelocking arm will pivot and caich the pin
inthe drike. The "cam lock system”" not only latches, but also draws the two sectionstight as they
lock. Do thison al 4-cam latches (2 per side).

CONSTRUCTION DETAILSAND FEATURES

Y our portable ssunawalls are built with 1-1/2" framing, fiberglassinsulation, and foil vapor barrier.
Thiswal is then covered with tongue and groove wood paneling. Figure 4 shows a detail of the
wadl.

Y our saunaroom has an integrd naturd arflow ventilation sysem. This ventilation system assures
thet there is aufficient fresh air in the ssunawhen it isin use (seefigure 5). Fresh air will make your
sauna experience more comfortable and enjoyable.

Note: The vents must be kept free from any obstruction so proper airflow is maintained in the
saunaroom. Do not stack anything in front of the vents or push the back of the room up tight to a
wall surface.

SAUNA ROCKS
Use only the “oliving” saunarocks provided with the heater. If other rocks are used, the warranty is
void.

PLACING THE ROCKS

Remove the rock guard by removing the 4 screws that hold it in place (use the Phillips head
screwdriver provided). Rinse the rocks of residue prior to placing them into the heater. Place small
or flat rocks around the outer perimeter of the heat chamber including the ends. Place large rocks
loosdly in between the hegting dements. Fill the heat chamber with rocks until flush with the top of
the dements. Next, add one loose layer of large rocksto cover elements. When the rocks arein
place, refasten the rock guard. There may be extra rocks provided.

The concept of rock placement is to promote good airflow through the heater.

Never operate the heater without rocks.

Now smply plug the saunain and it is ready for use. The norma heet-up time is about 45 minutes.
It should reach approximately 140-150 degreesin thistime. If preheated for an hour, it should
reach 160-170 degrees. Try your sauna at various temperatures and humidity levels (adjust
humidity by sprinkling weater on the heated rocks). The sauna experienceis best when adjusted to
persona comfort levels.
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ROOM FINISH
Do not paint or varnish any wooden surface in the interior of the sauna. No protective finish of the
interior wood is required.

USER MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Ingructions for Cleaning:

Sweat and dirt may absorb into the wood, so periodic cleaning is needed. Scrubbing the benches,
floorboards, and door handles with a &iff brush and mild detergent is normdly sufficient. Light
sanding is another option.

CAUTION: Do not clean the heater while the heater is plugged in or hot.

Once each year, the rocks need to be inspected, cleaned and/or replaced.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONSFOR THE HEATER

CAUTION FIRE HAZARD: Do not use the saunaroom for drying clothes, bathing suits,
etc. Do not hang towels above the heater or place any object, other than the rocks supplied, in the
heeter. If any darkening of the wall around the heater is noticed, discontinue sauna use immediately.

ELECTRIC SHOCK HAZARD: High voltage exists within this equipment. There are no user
servicesble partsin this equipment and a qudified personnd should perform service,

CONTROLS
The heater has built-in controls located on the sde of the heater. These controls consist of a
thermodtat, high limit, and atimer. The thermostat and high limit are built into the same component.

WARNING: For hedth and fire safety, never attempt to ater or bypass the timer or thermostat.

HIGH LIMIT

The high limit protects the heater againgt overheating. It automaticaly shuts the hester off in the
event it reaches abnomrdlly high temperatures. Should this occur, contact your local dedler or the
sarvice represenative listed on the front of this document.

THERMOSTAT

The thermogtat isthe lower knob on the Sde of the heater. By turning this knob clockwise, the
room temperature will increase; by turning it counter-clockwise the room temperature will decrease.
The temperature can be sat to your persond preference and |eft there since the timer is used to turn
the heater on and off.
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TIMER

If you want the hegter to begin hegting immediatdly, turn the dia clockwise past the first marked
section labeled "off to 1", then turn the dia back (counter-cdockwise) until you fed it "dick” into the
one hour operating zone. At this point, your heater will run for one hour and automaticaly shut off.

The heater hasa"9 plus 1" timer, which means you can pre-program the heater to come on upto 9
hours later.

If you set the timer did inthe "9 to 1" zone, the heater will not turn on until the time elgpsed equas
the number of hours you st.
